Province.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Applicant applied for a mining permit to mine stone aggregate/ gravel on a portion of Portion 15 on Farm

Rietspruit nr 437, IS, Msukaligwa Local Municipality, Mpumalanga Province.

The proposed mining footprint will be 4.9 ha and will be developed over an undisturbed area of the farm. The mining
method will make use of blasting in order to loosen the hard rock; the material will then be loaded and hauled to the
crushing plant where it will be screened to various sized stockpiles. The aggregate will be stockpiled until it is
transported from site using tipper trucks.

ACCESS ROUTE:

Access to the proposed mining area will be via the R39, making use of the new internal/haul roads to access the

mining area. Haul roads will be extended as the open cast mining progress, and will be rehabilitated as part of the

final reinstatement of the area. Trucks delivering the materials to the destinations will take the R39 provincial route.
WATER USE:

Any water required for the implementation of the project will be bought and transported to site.

ELECTRICITY:

Generators will be used to power the plant on site, if a connection to the existing power infrastructure cannot be

secured. Mobile containers will be placed inside the mining footprint that will serve as offices and storage units. A
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weighbridge will be added to the site and the crushing and screening plant will operate within a designated

processing area (within the 5 ha permit footprint).

BRIEF SITE DESCRIPTION

GEOLOGY:

The geology of the study area is restricted to vertic clay soils derived from dolerite that is intrusive in the Karoo
sediments of the Madzaringwe Formation in the north and the Volksrust Formation and the Adelaide Subgroup in

the south. Dominant land type Ca, while Ea land type is of subordinate importance.
HYDROLOGY:

The proposed mining area falls within the C11F quaternary catchment which falls within the upper reaches of the
Vaal River primary catchment that is situated in the Upper Vaal Water Management Area which is managed by the
Department of Water and Sanitation (DWS). No open watercourses or drainage line is located in close proximity of
the site according to the National Wetlands and NFEPA map of SANBI. However, there is an artificial wetland about

522m of the earmarked area which causes a high risk for mining and should be regarded as a no go zone.

FAUNA AND FLORA:

According to Mucina and Rutherford (2012) the area comprises of undulating grassland plains, with small scattered
patches of dolerite outcrops in areas. The vegetation is comprised of a short closed grassland cover, largely

dominated by a dense Themeda triandra sward, often severely grazed to form a short lawn.

LAND USE:

The project area is located in the jurisdiction of the Msukaligwa Local Municipality, with Ermelo being the nearest
town. The land use of the earmarked property is undisturbed area and the surrounding properties are mainly used

for a variety of mixed agricultural purposes as well as mining and industrial purposes.

AIR AND NOISE QUALITY:

The wind patterns in Ermelo are somewhat influenced by seasonal variations. According to worldweatheronline.com
strong winds blow between August and December with an average of 12kmph and slowly decreases 7.5kmph
between January and June. The ambient noise levels of the surrounding area are low with the noise levels of the
greater surrounding area are low representing that of a rural area, with the noise levels of the study area (immediate

surroundings) impacted by farming operations and the R39.
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HERITAGE:

The proposed mining footprint extends into an undisturbed area. According to SAHRIS, the PalaeoSensitivity
Maps shows that the area has an insignificant/ zero sensitivity (please see map below). However, it is proposed
that a chance-find protocol be incorporated in the EMPR to be adhered to for the duration of the site
